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Mr. Asano talked about the founding of Sui—Joh and his life. We felt that
the 2 hours we spent there passed by in the blink of an eye because we were
listening so earnestly. It seemed that the participants were moved by each of
his words such as “failure has only advantages” - “A university student is
unrivaled” . His talk made us think about ourselves. As Sui Joh's internship
students were also on site, some participants were also interested in making an
internship there or thought about temporary absence from university.

Mr. Asano also explained about the rapid development of Cambodia from multiple

perspectives, which altered the participants’ image toward Cambodia.

2. HURTT EEBEE / Ministry of Tourism Cambodia
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At the Ministry of Tourism of the Kingdom of Cambodia, we heard about the
development of tourism and the attractive points of Cambodia. We could learn
about policies and the vision of the Cambodian Tourism Ministry. In addition,
two participants took on the challenge of being an interpreter for this session.
There were some failures mostly resulting from nervousness, but it was a chance
to know about the difficulties of being an interpreter. Furthermore, for other

participants it became the first experience to hear an explanation in English.
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It was a chance to think about sightseeing and became a very valuable experience

for the participants.

In addition, to hearing about the
attitude toward study of the students and their future dreams, was very stimulating
for many participants. After that, the local students guided us around the campus

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person, but we could learn about the structure which uses the support from other
countries to provide medical care to the people who are poor and cannot receive
medical care. It was a chance to think about anything that is necessary for

Cambodia’ s medical care to develop.

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We could not go to the CCH Orphanage which we had planned due to the influence
of coronavirus.
